THE OBJECTS OF THE ASSOCIATION, &c.

The Association of British Members of the Swiss Alpine 
Club was founded in 1909, with the main object of encourag­
ing climbers and walkers in this country to join that Club. 
The S.A.C. (to give it its usual abbreviation) is nearly as 
old as the Alpine Club itself, and for over half a century 
has gone on steadily with its work of making the Alps 
accessible to climbers and others, in particular by building 
the 90 or more Club Huts which now exist. Before this 
Association came into being there had been many British 
members of the Club. But these were the exceptions rather 
than the rule, pardy because the average British climber 
had no idea how to join, and pardy because it did not 
occur to him that there was any point in doing so. But 
among those who were members, there were some who 
felt that such a state of affairs ought not to continue; that 
if our climbers used the huts, they should do something 
to help to maintain them, and that by some means it should 
be made easy to join the S.A.C. The energy of the late Mr. 
J. A. B. Bruce created a strong Committee, which undertook 
this matter and brought this Association into being under 
the late Mr. Clinton Dent as President. Within two 
years of the start there were 300 members and their number 
has continued to grow. The result of our activities is that 
the proportion of our countrymen who climb in the Alps 
and are now members of the S.A.C. is very large, and most 
of them are also members of this Association.

At the same time it was felt that there was need for a 
rallying point over here for these “ clubists,” and as it is 

possible, by the rules of the S.A.C., for a section to benot
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formed outside Switzerland, as was die case with the 
D.Oe.A.V. (which had a section at Manchester at one 
ime), the Association acquired a room in which its members 
could meet together, and took upon itself something of the 
functions of a Club, 
undertaken after consultation with the Central Committee 
of the S.A.C., and the latter cordially welcomed the enter­
prise. In addition, as it was felt that we British climbers 
owed Switzerland something for past remissness, the fund 
to build the Britannia Hut was started and the building 
successfully carried through by 1912.

The Association has been able, in many ways, to co­
operate with our Swiss colleagues, and at times to repre­
sent to them our views on mountaineering matters. On 
the other hand, the Central Committee has always looked 
on us with the greatest favour and has dealt very cordially 
with anything we have put before it.

The number of members is now 499, and in size is, 
with the exception of the Alpine Club, probably the 
largest club interested mainly in mountaineering in these 
islands.

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THE ADVANTAGES OF BELONGING TO THE 
SWISS ALPINE CLUB.

Quite apart from the sentimental feeling that a member 
of the S.A.C. is helping mountaineers in the country in 
which he is a guest to add to the amenities of the sport, 
the definite material advantages are set out below.

Rights in the S.A.C. Huts.
Members of the Club, together with their wives, have 

priority of right to the sleeping places and in many huts 
there is a room for members only; next after members 
comes the ladies’ Swiss Club, and then the kindred clubs, 
such as the French A.C. Anyone else is really in a club 
hut on sufferance. In addition a member pays, in most 
huts, only i franc per night, and a non-member 3 francs. 
Those who intend to climb have priority over others in 
the same cate 
and children 
as himself.

It is worth remembering, in connection with projected 
visits to huts that while a Section may reserve a hut for 
its members to the extent of three-quarters of its capacity 
only, one-quarter is always available for others of the 
S.A.C. It is generally worth the trouble before going to 
a hut to ascertain from a local hotel-keeper whether a hut 
is so reserved, and if it is, to go up there early in the day. 
As a rule these reservations may not be made on Saturdays 
and Sundays. It is when one comes down to a hut on a 
day when it has been reserved, that the advantages of 
membership are most precious.

A few of the huts in Switzerland do not belong to the 
S.A.C., but as a rule these are run in close alliance with 
that Club and the special regulations make little difference 
to members of the S.A.C.

Reductions on Railways.
But the matter which, perhaps, makes the greatest 

appeal to many people is the advantages due to the large 
reductions made to members on the mountain railways

igory. A member may introduce his wife 
(under 20 years of age) on the same terms
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(except in the Engadine). In taking a holiday in some 
districts a member saves, in these reductions, considerably 
more than his subscription to the Club.

For convenience we publish the official list of the

There are also minor reductions in connection with motor­

cars in one or two places.
To obtain these reductions it is absolutely 
necessary to present the card of membership 
when booking.

It is worth noting that the reductions are mostly 
available to members of the corresponding Ladies’ Swiss
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Alpine Club, so that the old feminine grievance that onlv 
the men got any reductions is now a thing of the past, if 
ladies will join their Swiss Club. In this connection, the 
Hon. Secretaries may be able to advise members how their 
friends of the other sex may join the ladies’ club, which 
does not seem to be so well known as it might be. We 
may add that the badge of the ladies’ club is a particularly 
attractive one.

HOW TO JOIN THE SWISS ALPINE CLUB.

It is often thought by non-members that some qualifi­
cation is necessary to join the S.A.C. This is not the case. 
Anyone can join who can find a proposer and a seconder. 
The following is the procedure for anyone who wishes to 
join: —

Write to the Hon. Treasurer, Mr. C. T. Lehmann, 
28, Monument Street, E.C.3, or to one of the Hon. 
Secretaries (letters should be marked S.A.C. on the 
envelope); in this letter the writer should state whether 
he wishes to join a French, German, or Italian-speaking 
section.

Arrangements will then be made for the joining of a 
particular section, and an entrance form will be sent. If 
the aspirant has no one to propose or second him, suitable 
arrangements will be made to obviate this difficulty. The 
entrance form, when filled in, must be returned in all cases 
to Mr. Lehmann, together with a small photograph, pass­
port size, and the necessary subscription and entrance fee.

For the benefit of those who leave things until the last 
moment, we would point out that arrangements have been 
made whereby members of the Geneva and the Diablerets
Sections (both of which are French-speaking Sections) can 
be enrolled at this end. This takes a week or ten days.
Normally it takes about two months, as in the case of all 
other sections it is necessary to communicate with the local 
Committees.
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A list of the principal sections, together with their sub­
scriptions, will be found at the end of this report.

In addition, the subscription to the Association is £i 
for Town members and tos. for Country members. A 
Country member is defined under the Rules as being a 
member who resides outside a radius of 50 miles of Charing 
Cross. There is no entrance fee. Anyone who joins the 
Association may pay through Mr. Lehmann by sending 
him a Banker’s Order, which is the most convenient way, 
or by remitting him each January the necessary subscription. 
The Association is willing to arrange for anyone to join 
the S.A.C., but only continues the remittances to Switzer­
land for those who join the Association as well. Life 
membership of the Association costs 8s. for Town mem­
bers and ^4 4s. for Country members.

CARDS OF MEMBERSHIP OF THE S.A.C.

The Swiss Alpine Club Membership Card (the buff card 
with the member’s photograph inside) is usually issued 
every three years, but the new Central Committee has 
decided that the old cards shall continue to be available 
until further notice, provided the gummed slip with the 
signature of the President of the Central Committee, which 
has just been issued, is affixed to the lower half of the inside 

It is very necessary for all members to be carefulcover. 
about this.

Instead of the coloured cards issued by the various Sections 
as receipt for the current year’s subscription, membership 
cards have to be provided with the gummed slip (measuring 
about 3! x 1J inches), bearing the date of year of issue. This 
gummed slip must be affixed to the inside of the card over 
the 1934 slip, and members are earnestly requested to stick it 
in as soon as they receive it. Last year quite a number of 
members forgot to do so and only noticed the imperfection 
of their membership card when about to go to Switzerland, 
and then hastily appealed for assistance to the Hon. Treasurer, 
who has not always a stock of these receipt slips, seeing that 
each Section only sends him as many slips as there are 
members.
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Loss of Membership Card or Badge.—It is inevitable that 
someone or other should lose his card or badge, and this 
is most likely to be discovered at holiday times. If such a 
loss occur, it is best for the member concerned to write 
direct to his Section Treasurer, as our own officials are 
quite likely to be away at such a time, and in any case 
can only refer the matter to Switzerland. To avoid delay 
a photograph should be sent at the same time if it be the 
membership card that has been lost. Members of the 
Geneva, Diablerets and Interlaken Sections, however, can 
obtain new membership cards and badges straight away from 
the Hon. Treasurer’s office. Price for new membership card 
is i/-.

The price of a new badge is 2/-.

FINANCE.

The financial results for the year 1934 are marred by the 
loss in capital of .£37 15s. 8d., due to the failure of the 
Banque d’Escompte Suisse, with which we had a current 
account for payment of subscriptions due to Sections. We 
are creditors to the extent of 1,445.70 Swiss francs, approxi­
mately ^90 at the current rate of Exchange, and it is hoped 
that a dividend may be paid which will cover the loss shown 
in this year’s accounts.

We are glad to say that the Geneva and Diablerets Sec­
tions sent us their usual contributions.

The Hon. Treasurer would remind Members that payment 
by January 31st considerably facilitates the work, and ensures 
Members getting their copies of Les Alpes regularly.
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ANNUAL DONATION FROM GENEVA SECTION
The Geneva Section has contributed £20 towards the 

expenses of the Association so that members of the S.A.C. 
resident in this country may obtain, out of the subscriptions 
paid by them, some of the advantages which their Swiss 
colleagues enjoy, but from which we are debarred by living 
in this country.

The Association undertakes to collect and forward 

members’ subscriptions to Switzerland, but it is a very 
great convenience and saving of trouble to the Honorary 
Treasurer if members give him a Banker’s Order for what­
ever is due to their section. . Those who do not do so 
should take care to send their subscriptions in promptly on 
January 1st, as the sections expect early payment and are
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apt to strike late payers out of their lists early in the year.
Resignations must be sent in before Decem­
ber 31st.

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CLUB NOTES.

Last summer the Association celebrated its 25th 
Anniversary, and to mark the occasion a dinner was held 
in Zermatt which was attended by Dr. Gugler, who was 
then the President of the Central Committee of the S.A.C. 
We need not refer further to this function here as a full 
account of it is given elsewhere in these notes; but we feel 
that this would be a fitting opportunity of giving a brief 
outline of the history of the Association since its foundation 
in 1909.

A good many of the original members have unfortunately
are still with us; and 

comparatively young in 
years the dinner last August must have made them feel 
very old as they cast their minds back over the events of the 
last quarter of a century. Of those who took office in 1909 
our first President, Clinton Dent, died when the Association 
had been established for only three years; while the first 
Hon. Treasurer, C. E. King-Church, and the first Hon. 
Auditor, A. B. Challis, were both killed in the war. But 
our founder, J. A. B. Bruce, lived to see the Association 
“ come of age ”; he lived to see our membership exceed 
700 and surpass in strength that of the Alpine Club itself; 
and when he died there was as yet no sign of the financial 
crisis of 1931 which was fated to have such a serious effect 
upon our numbers.

The Association was founded in June, 1909, with 26

happily 
re still

passed away, but others, 
although some of them are

members and by the end of that year the membership had 
risen to 120. At the outbreak of war we had nearly 460
members; but during the next four and a half years, in 

with all other clubs, our numbers dropped, and 
at the end of 1918 our membership had fallen to 408. 
Twenty-nine of our members gave their lives in the war 
and their names are commemorated on an oak shield which 
hangs on the wall of our Club Room. After the war our 
membership increased rapidly, and when, in 1930, the 700 
mark was passed, we all hoped that before long our 
membership would run into four figures—but unfortunately 
this was not to be so. The financial crisis of 1931 and the

common
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consequent devaluation of the Pound have taken a heavy 
toll or our numbers and our membership is now only just
over 500.

When the Association was founded we had our Club 
Room at Gatti’s Restaurant in the Strand, but shortly after 
the war we moved to the Comedy Restaurant in Panton 
Street. Ladies’ Night Dinners were introduced in 1920 and 
on many occasions over 100 members and guests have been 
present. In January, 1930, we moved to our present 
quarters at the Hotel Great Central; there we have a fine 
large room on the first floor which is comfortably furnished 
as a reading and writing room where we keep our library, 
and which is available at all times for the use of members. 
In August, 1930, we again started holding our Swiss 
Dinners which afford us such an admirable opportunity 
of meeting our Swiss friends, and which culminated in the 
dinner at Zermatt last Summer, which was attended by no 
less a person than the President of the Central Committee 
of the Swiss Alpine Club himself; and in October, 1930, we 
started holding those monthly discussions which have now 
become not merely one of the regular, but one of the most 
popular features in the life of the Association; and it was 
in that year too that our numbers were higher than they 
had ever been before. During the early part of 1931 there 
were two important innovations both of which have proved 
remarkably successful. At Easter we commenced a regular 
series of Climbing Meets among the British hills; and in 
May we started holding the Joint Meetings with the Ski 
Club of Great Britain, which have done so much towards 
bringing together skiers and mountaineers. Let us hope 
that the prosperity of the Association during those years is 
not merely a thing to look back upon, like a golden vista 
seen across a dark and perilous flood.

The story of the Britannia Hut is now ancient history— 
how it was built by the Association and presented to the 
Geneva Section of the S.A.C. in 1912—how in 1921 the 
Geneva Section placed a memorial tablet on the Hut to the 
members of the Association who gave their lives in the war, 
which they invited General Bruce to unveil—and how in 
1929, when it became necessary to enlarge and recondition
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the Hut, the Association subscribed ^800 for this purpose. 
The Britannia Hut is now the largest Hut in the Alps, and 
is a tangible and durable proof of the great and lasting 
friendship between English and Swiss Climbers.

The year which has just finished has been, for the 
Association, very much like the previous one. Some of the 
older members with little chance of climbing in Switzerland 
have relinquished their membership of the S.A.C., and 
younger men have not come forward to take their places 
owing to the rising cost of a Swiss holiday on account of 
the exchange; consequently the membership has fallen off 
again. It is indeed regrettable that we could not have 
celebrated our 25th Anniversary under better auspices. It 
is, however, impossible to fight fate, and the present situation 
must be accepted with a patient hope that somehow and 
sometime it will clear up.

The genera] position remains much the same. The hotel 
keepers and the railways have reduced their terms, and in 
the case of the former much can be done by negotiation. 
Some of the hotels popular with our climbers are willing 
to make very great reductions, particularly to their old 
clients, and a little, but not much, may be done by 
negotiation with guides—but the outside expenses, the 
extras, are still prohibitive to many of us.

The increasing tendency among young climbers to 
dispense with guides is the natural outcome of this. The 
accident on Mont Blanc last August, when two Oxford 
undergraduates were killed only proves once more what has 
so often been stated and what cannot be too strongly 
emphasized—namely, that mere skill in rock climbing is 
not in itself a sufficient qualification for attempting unaided 
a big alpine peak, where a thorough knowledge of snow 
and ice conditions is absolutely essential, and where a degree 
of speed is required which is not necessary on the British 
hills. It becomes the duty of all climbers to discourage our 
younger men from attempting too much at once and 
particularly on peaks where the snow and ice conditions 
are difficult.
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By the death of Edward Branson Harris in his 8ist year, 
the Association has lost one of its earliest members; in 1912 
he was elected Hon. Secretary, a post he held until 1919, 
when, owing to increasing deafness and advancing age, he 
asked to be relieved by a younger man.

Harris was a member of the Alpine Club, being elected 
in 1898, and served on its Committee; as a climber, he had 
accomplished many ascents, the most hazardous being that 
of the Guglia, the most majestic tower in the Brenta group. 
To the very last his interest in the mountains never faltered, 
and until a year or two ago he was a constant attendant 
at all Alpine gatherings.

We have to record the death of one of our Honorary 
Members, Mr. Douglas Freshfield, whose earlier climbs 
were in the golden age of Alpine exploration. He was the 
last link with the great pioneers of the “ fifties and sixties ” 
of last century. He was in turn President of the Alpine 
Club and the Royal Geographical Society; he was a great 
mountaineer and explorer and a historian of the Alps, and 
his loss will be deeply felt.

Mr. L. R. Furneaux, who died last November, was 
another of our members with a long record in the Alps. 
He was for many years a master at Rossall, and a very 
regular visitor to Switzerland. In recent years he had not 
climbed much, but he remained a very powerful walker 
right up to last summer. He climbed a great deal with 
Dr. Dent’s parties and his many friends in the Association 
will miss him greatly.

The monthly discussions, which were started in October, 
1930, were continued throughout the past year, and have 
now become not merely one of the regular but one of the 
most popular features in the life of the Association. All 
except two were illustrated by lantern slides. A detailed

The attention of members is drawn to the List of Meet­
ings for 1935 which was issued at the end of November 
and is reprinted elsewhere in this report.

The Easter Meet was held at Fort William, from March 
29th to April 3rd, in conjunction with the Midland Associa­
tion of Mountaineers, and some 15 of our members and 
friends assembled at the Station Hotel, where they enjoyed 
extremely comfortable headquarters. Apart from occasional 
sharp blizzards on the heights the weather was excellent, 
and the mountains provided magnificent sport, particularly 
the North-East face of Ben Nevis, where the conditions 
were truly alpine. The S.M.C. kindly gave the use of their 
hut on Ben Nevis for the period, which was much appre­
ciated. With ample opportunities for all grades of climbing, 
from hill walks to difficult snow and ice work, everyone 
found something to their taste, and the Meet 
doubtedly as successful as any yet held by the Association.

We are very much indebted to Colonel Sir Henry Fairfax 
Lucy and others for so kindly granting us permission to

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The 1935 Easter Meet will take place, as already announced, 
at Coniston from April 18th to April 23rd.

Members will doubtless have read of the unfortunate 
accident on Ben Nevis last Easter, in which Mr. Maurice 
Linnell was killed and Mr. Colin Kirkus injured. Although 
Linnell was a member of this Association, he was not with 
our 
Ben
on Carn Dearg, and had almost finished the climb. Kirkus,

the cornice, when the snow be- 
and both climbers fell several 

hundred feet. Linnell was apparently killed outright, whilst 
Kirkus was stunned. On regaining consciousness, finding 
himself unable to help his companion, he succeeded despite 
severe facial and other injuries, loss of blood, and a broken 
ice-axe, in cutting his way up to and through the cornice 
on to the summit, where he was found by members of our 
party, including Dr. Alford Rogers, and taken down the 
mountain.

Meanwhile some members of the Rucksack Club were 
trying to reach Linnell, first by roping down the face, which 
proved impracticable, and later by descending the North 
Casde Gully and traversing across the face, whilst some of 
our members descended to the foot of Carn Dearg and 
climbed the Gully to meet the other party half way. 
Amongst these was Dr. Rogers, who had returned to the 
summit of Carn Dearg after helping Kirkus, and later des­
cended to the Coire and insisted on climbing the Gully in 
case his services were needed. He remained on the moun­
tain until 2 a.m.—a fine example of devotion and endurance 
considering that he was well past middle age. Unfortunately 
owing to the darkness it was impossible to reach Linnell; 
and the rescue party, who had been joined in the Gully after 
dark by Mr. F. G. Brettell and other members of the Midland 
Association of Mountaineers bringing supplies, were obliged 
to descend.

At daybreak Brettell, with members of the Midland 
Association and the Rucksack Club, returned to the scene,

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and eventually after immense difficulties succeeded in 
reaching Linnell’s body and bringing it down.

The funeral was attended by members of this and the 
various other Associations represented at Fort William, the 
burial taking place in Glen Nevis Cemetery.

On learning the facts, the Committee passed a resolution 
expressing its appreciation of the assistance rendered by 
Association members in the rescue work, and in particular 
of the devoted efforts of Dr. Alford Rogers.

A Joint Meeting was held with the Ski Club of Great 
Britain and the Alpine Ski Club, on May 2nd. Once again, 
through the kindness of the Committee of the Alpine Club, 
we were able to hold it in the Alpine Gallery. The Chair 
was taken by Lieut.-Colonel C. Hordern, R.E., a Past 
President of the Alpine Ski Club, and 200 people were 
present.

The subject for discussion was “ High Level Routes on 
Foot and on Ski.” Colonel W. S. Cave described some of 
the points to be remembered and some of the traps to be 
avoided in high-level winter expeditions on ski. He was 
followed by Mr. E. S. Herbert, who dealt with a high-level 
traverse from Saas Fee via the Great St. Bernard and Mont 
Blanc to Chamonix, illustrated by lantern slides of a very 
high standard.

Mr. P. J. H. Unna entered a plea that huts in Switzerland 
should be provisioned in the winter, since at present winter 
high-level tours had to be carried out mainly in Austria, 
owing to the excellence of the hut accommodation there. 
He showed some beautiful slides of high-level ski-ing fields 
from Obergurg] in the Oetztal to Sulden.

General Bruce, Dr. Finzi, Messrs. Arnold Lunn, E. C. 
Richardson, M. N. Clarke, W. M. Roberts and G. Seligman 
also took part in the discussion.

Altogether it was a most successful and enjoyable evening.
The next joint meeting will be held on Wednesday, May 

8th, when Wing Commander E. B. Beauman will read a 
paper on “ The Coast Range of Western Canada,” which
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will be illustrated by lantern slides. The Chair will be taken 
by Sir Eric Holt-Wilson, President of the Ski Club of Great 
Britain. Further details will be issued later.

Those members who found their way to Zermatt last 
summer for our 25th Anniversary Dinner, on August 14th, 
were indeed well rewarded. The hotel Monte Rosa, where 
the Dinner was held, was once more the mecca for British 
climbers and to those who knew Zermatt in those halcyon 
pre-war days, this happy gathering must have recalled 
pleasant memories. The President was in the Chair and 
about 40 people were present; a truly magnificent banquet 
was served, and both British and Swiss climbers were 
strongly represented by distinguished members of the 
respective Clubs.

Following the toast of His Majesty the King, that of the 
Swiss Confederation was most happily proposed by Sir 
William Ellis and responded to by Herr B. Biner, Zermatt’s 
chief guide, in a very interesting and apposite speech. Then 
came Dr. Gugler, the President of the Central Committee 
of the S.A.C., who, in proposing the toast of the Association 
made us realise more than ever the wide-spread activities 
of the parent Club, and the magnificent work it is doing in 
the interests of climbers generally. The joint proposer to 
this toast was our Honorary Member Mr. Egmond D’Arcis, 
an ex-President of the Geneva Section to which so many 
of our own members belong. His speech was in most 
happy vein and, to culminate an admirably expressed 
message of congratulation from his Section in Geneva on 
our 25th Anniversary, he presented us with a handsome 28 
day clock, which now most usefully adorns the mantelpiece 
of our Club Room.

The President, in responding, referred to the great 
pleasure it afforded to him to welcome such a large and 
representative gathering. He was, he said, especially glad 
to see so many of our Swiss friends, as he knew that some 
of them had come long journeys at no little personal in­
convenience to attend our Dinner. In thanking Mr. 
Egmond D’Arcis for his congratulatory message and the

Mr. J. A. Marsden-Neye then proposed the health of the 
President and drew attention to the fact that in spite of his
youthful appearance, he had nevertheless been connected 
with the Association from its inception 25 years ago and 
had held positions of responsibility in the Club for most of 
that time. The Association was fortunate too, he said, in 
having as President one who in his student days had lived 
among the Swiss people and in consequence was possessed 
of an intimate knowledge of their customs and ways of 
thought.
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The matter of accidents in the Alps, referred to above, 
was discussed at length at a meeting of the Association held 
on November 14th and attended, by invitation, by repre­
sentatives of many climbing clubs. There were many 
speakers who all deplored the frequency of accidents due 
to rashness and inexperience. There is obviously no remedy 
except through the effect of public opinion, and the meeting 
agreed that a small committee should attempt to find some 
means of ventilating this opinion. It is proposed to take 
steps in this direction at an early date. The discussion was 
opened bv Mr. F. S. Smythe, and carried on by various 
well-known mountaineers and skiers.

It is proposed to issue a translation of a short book on 
the practice of mountaineering, which has been published 
by the Uto Section. The translation is complete and the 
book will be issued at a rate sufficient to cover the cost of 
production, probably about half a crown. Since Dr. Claude 
Wilson’s book went out of print, there has been no small 
manual of general mountaineering in this country available 
for beginners.

The question has more than once been mooted of the 
possibility of getting the reduced fares to Switzerland which 
are available when a large enough party goes 
day. The difficulty is, of course, that of fixing a day on 
which to travel, and of a place to go to, if a further 
suggestion that the Association should have a “ Meet ” and 
thereby get reductions in hotel accommodation, is also 
carried out. So far the idea has not been popular, but it 
would be valuable to the Hon. Secretaries if members could 
let their views be known, especially those members not 
living in London.

INSURANCE AGAINST ACCIDENTS.

As most people have by now realised, every member of 
the S.A.C. is insured against accidents, an addition having 
been made to the annual subscription for this purpose. In 
1929 the procedure was changed. The sum payable at 
death was formerly 10,000 francs. This sum has now 
been altered and is different for some Sections. Seventeen 
Sections agreed to pay an extra five francs per annum to 
secure 10,000 francs, but the other Sections were only willing
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to raise the levy by one franc. The latter Sections 
sequently only insured up to 8,000 francs.

By special arrangement with the Central Committee, 
Members of the Association are now insured against 
accidents while climbing in England, Scotland and Wales 
in the same manner as when they are climbing in the Alps.

Additional policies can be obtained:
(a) For payment of 3 francs, to bring up the insurance 

for death or permanent disablement from 8,000 to 10,000 
francs for climbing accidents only.

(b) 3 francs to secure the same benefits as above for ski 
accidents.

It should be noted that ski accidents in the first place do 
not cover jumping, or accidents occurring while the insured 
is taking part in any sporting event, and that the accident 
must be part of a genuine ski run, i.e. when skis are used 
as a means of transport in what may be considered a moun­
taineering expedition.

Additional
8.20 francs will cover 3 francs daily during temporary 

disablement, starting from the eighth day and up to one 
year, but the amount will depend on the degree of disable­
ment and not exceed 3 francs.

9.40 francs will cover medical expenses up to 3 francs per 
day, limited to 300 francs.

14.60 francs will cover medical expenses and a daily 
allowance on the above scales.

There may be various combinations of the above, or even 
doubling or trebling of one particular form of insurance.

All these various combinations are set forth in the issue 
of “ Die Alpen ” December, 1934.

In no case are expenses of a rescue party or transport 
covered by insurance.

SWISS ALPINE CLUB

RULES
1. NAME.

The name of the Association shall be “The Association 
of British Members of the Swiss Alpine Club.”

2. OBJECTS.
The objects of the Association shall be:—

(а) To encourage British Alpinists to support the Swiss 
Alpine Club in all its work by becoming members of a 
Section of that body.

(б) To collect funds for the building or maintenance of 
S.A.C. Huts, and for such other purposes as the Com­
mittee may from time to time determine.

(c) To form a body able to present a collective opinion to 
the S.A.C. on any question of Alpine interest.

(d) To promote among British climbers a spirit of soci­
ability, and in particular to provide a common meeting 
ground in London or elsewhere.

(e) To initiate and co-operate in any movement that may 
tend to increase the membership of the S.A.C. and of 
this Association.

3. CONSTITUTION.
The Association shall consist of (1) Ordinary Members 
and (2) Honorary Members.
Ordinary Members shall be divided into two classes (a) 
Town and (b) Country. Town Members shall be those 
who reside within a radius of 50 miles of Charing 
Cross. Country Members shall be those who reside 
outside that radius.
The qualification for ordinary membership shall be 
membership of some section of the S.A.C. The election 
of Ordinary Members shall be absolutely under the 
control of the Committee.
Honorary Members shall be elected by the Committee 
at their discretion.
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4. SUBSCRIPTION.
The subscription to the Asssociation shall be £1 per 
annum for Town Members and 10/- per annum for 
Country Members, the first subscription to be payable 
at election and subsequent subscriptions on the 1st 
January in each year. Any Member whose subscription 
shall not have been paid on or before the 1st March 
shall cease to be a Member of the Association but may 
be reinstated on payment of arrears at the discretion 
of the Committee. Any Member joining after the 1st 
November shall not be required to pay his subscription 
for the ensuing year.
The payment of £8 8s. Od. in the case of Town Members 
and £4 4s. Od. in the case of Country Members shall 
constitute Life Membership.
For those elected before 1921 it shall be optional 
whether they pay 5/-, 10/- or £1 subscription, or 
£2 2s. Od., £4 4s. Od. or £8 8s. Od. for Life Membership. 
For those elected after 31st December, 1920, but 
before the 1st of January, 1930, it shall be optional 
whether they pay 10/- or £1 subscription or £4 4s. Od. 
or £8 8s. OcL for Life Membership.

5. MEETINGS.
(a) An Annual General Meeting and Dinner shall be held 

in November or December. Other meetings may be 
held as the Committee think fit.

(b) The Committee, on the requisition of twelve members, 
shall at any time call a Special General Meeting, pro­
vided that seven clear days’ notice be given to all 
Members of such a Special General Meeting, together 
with full information as to the place, time, and busi­
ness to be transacted.

8. COMMITTEE.
The Management of the Association shall be vested in 
a Committee to be elected at the Annual General 
Meeting and to hold office from the 1st January 
following. The Committee shall consist of ex-officio 
Members, Ordinary Members, and such extra Members, 
not exceeding three, as may be co-opted in the manner 
hereinafter provided.

(a) The ex-officio Members shall be the officers of the 
Association for the time being, viz.:

President.
Vice-Presidents,
Two Hon. Secretaries.
Hon. Treasurer,
Hon. Librarian,
Hon. Solicitor;

who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting, 
provided that the President shall not serve for longer 
than three years in succession.
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(6) The Ordinary Members of the Committee shall be 12 
in number. One-third of them shall retire annually, 
and shall not be eligible for re-election until after one 
year has elapsed. The Committee may co-opt not more 
than three additional Members, one of whom must 
retire yearly; the mode of election and manner of re­
tirement to rest with the Committee. Five Members 
shall constitute a quorum. The Committee may suggest 
names for Officers and Committee, but this is not to 
be taken as precluding any two Members from nomin­
ating candidates, whose consent, however, must be 
previously obtained.
At least three weeks’ notice of the Annual Meeting 
shall be given to every Member; and nominations for 
Officers and Committee must be uent in to the Secre­
taries at least ten days before the Annual Meeting. 
In the event of more candidates being nominated than 
there are vacancies the election shall be by ballot.

7. POWERS OF THE COMMITTEE.
(а) The Committee may, by a two-thirds majority of those 

present, remove the name of any Member from the list 
of Members if they consider his conduct to be incom­
patible with membership of the Association; but such 
person shall have the right of appeal to the next Annual 
or Special General Meeting, which shall have the power 
of annulling, by a two-thirds majority of those present 
and voting, the decision of the Committee.

(б) The Committee shall have power to submit any pro­
posal affecting the Association to an Annual or Special 
General Meeting of the Members of the Association.

(c) The Committee shall have power to increase the number 
of Officers by two.

8. ACCOUNTS.
The Accounts of the Association shall be audited in 
January and presented by the Hon. Treasurer at the 
next General Meeting of the Association, and shall be 
published with the Annual Report.

9. CASUAL VACANCIES.
The Committee shall have power to fill up casual 
vacancies amongst the Officers or Committee; and 
those chosen shall serve for the unexpired period 
of office for which the Members whom they succeed 
were respectively elected.

10. ROOM FOR MEETINGS AND LIBRARY.
The Committee shall have power to hire premises for 
the purposes of the Association.
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11. PUBLICATIONS.
The Committee shall have power to publish an Annual 
Report and other publications.

12. ALTERATIONS OF RULES.
A General Meeting shall have power, by a majority of 
not less than two-thirds of the Members present and 
voting, to alter or add to the existing Rules of the 
Association.

13. REGULATIONS.
The Committee shall have power to make such regu­
lations, not being inconsistent with these Rules, as 
they think to be for the well-being of the Association.

14. THE CHAIRMAN.
The Chair, whether at a General Meeting or at a 
Meeting of the Committee, shall be taken by the 
President of the Association, or in his absence by one 
of the Vice-Presidents. In the absence of the President 
and Vice-Presidents, the Meeting shall elect a Chair­
man from among the Members present, 
man shall, in case of an equality of votes have a second 
or casting vote.

15. RETIRED LIFE MEMBERS.
Life Members of the Association who have ceased to be 
Members of the Swiss Alpine Club may enjoy the 
privileges of the Association except that they shall not 
be eligible to fill any office of the Association or to 
serve on the Committee or to vote at any of the 
meetings.
